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Proposal No. 1

Holistic, Fair and Integrated
Population Policy should be formulated

Bharat is the second most populous country in the world with
over 135 crore inhabitants. More than 17% of the world's population
lives here on 2.4 percent of the world's land area.

India's diverse and vast demographic structure presents many
far-reaching opportunities and challenges. Having more manpower
from one point of view 1s an asset , on the other hand it is also a serious
challenge for providing quality life to every individual.

The issue of population is not only related to the welfare of the
citizens, but it is also a serious matter related to our national identity
and security. Population growth affects society and nation life
extensively — Subjects like maternal health, economic potential of
residents, quality education, health, employment, epidemics,
nutrition, clean water, adequate food, adequate energy resources,
production, clean environment and human dignity etc. are directly
related to the population.

The population of Bharat has increased almost four times since
independence (36.1 crore in 1951). In the year 2000, while deciding
the population policy, the target of total fertility rate was set to be 2.1.
Due to the coordinated efforts of the central and state governments
and the awareness and positive participation of a large section of the
society, according to the report published in 2022 of the National
Family Health Survey-5, the total fertility rate has become 2.0. But
the detailed data of the population raise some serious questions -

Due to the increasing urbanization in Bharat and the influence
of western culture, the practice of nuclear family has increased in a
large section of the society. Such a self-centered idea has never
existed in the family system of Bharat. Various psychological and
social scientific studies show that very small families impede the
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healthy and holistic development of children and present many
challenges like insecurities, social stress and lonely life among
individuals.

On the other hand, population imbalance due to high disparity
in the growth rate of population of different communities can present
a serious threat to the security, integrity and national identity of the
country. 75 years ago in some parts of the country, the result of
religious imbalance of population is recorded in the history of the
country in the form of sad memories of partition. The history of the
world is also a witness to the fact that whenever there 1s an imbalance
in the demographics of a country, it also changes the geographical
boundaries of the country. The emergence of new countries like
present-day East Timor, South Sudan, Kosovo is the result of
population imbalance.

Population imbalance in different parts of Bharat is due to
differences in birth rates as well as sponsored illegal immigration and
conversion based on greed and force. The General Assembly of the
ABRSM demands from the Central and State Governments to make
effective anti-conversion law in this regard, to prevent infiltration
and to make effective arrangements to send the infiltrators back
across the border.

This general assembly of the Akhil Bharatiya Rashtriya
Shaikshik Mahasangh urges the government to consider all these
facts related to the change in demographics and formulate a holistic,
fair and integrated population policy, which is cooperative in
fulfilling the goal of building an all-inclusive, self-reliant, capable,
united, glorious Bharat , while remaining free from the prejudice of
faith, creed, sect, region etc.

The mindset of total observance of the policy and rules by the
society is necessary for the resultant change. Hereby, this general
assembly also calls upon its teacher Karykakartas from all over the
country to make wide public awareness and persuasion about this
subject in the society and inspire the public for comprehensive and
active participation in resolving the questions of the population.
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Proposal No. 2

Adequate resources should be arranged for
quality and dignified education.

"Providing universal access to quality education is the key to
Bharat’s continued ascent, and leadership on the global stage in terms
of economic growth,social justice and equality, scientific
advancement, national integration, and cultural preservation", is the
opening sentence of the National Education Policy 2020 document.

In this context, the condition of the educational institutions of
the country, especially the institutions run by the state finances,
presents a very sad view. In school education, out of 10,22,386
government schools from primary to higher secondary, 10,20,219
schools are run by state finance. Out of 48 lakh 82 thousand teachers
working in government schools, 48 lakh 24 thousand teachers teach
13 crore 87 lakh students out of 14 crore 05 lakh students studying in
these schools.

Achieving the goal of universal access to quality education as
per the National Policy on Education is not possible without
improving the condition of these educational institutions. Most of
these schools are suffering from lack of adequate basic resources.
dilapidated and inadequate school building; non-availability of
playground, library, laboratory, craft room etc.; shortage of clean
water, electricity, working toilets, hand washing facilities, etc.;
grappling with the digital divide without computers and the Internet,
most schools appear incapable of meeting the goals of SDG-4 and the
National Education Policy.

A large number of posts of teachers are lying vacant in these
schools. In many states, there have been no permanent appointments
for a long time, instead ad-hoc arrangements have been promoted
continuously over the years. A large number of schools are running
on the basis of one or two teachers and teachers are heavily burdened
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with non-academic work. According to a study conducted by the
National Institute of Education Planning and Administration,
teachers are able to devote only about 19% of their time to teaching
while the remaining time is spent in non-teaching administrative
tasks. Efforts have also been made to implement the provisions of the
National Education Policy like Vocational and Skill Education,
Multidisciplinary Education and Early Childhood Education in many
states without proper arrangements of efficient human and material
resources. In such a situation, continuous and universal availability
of quality education seems a dream.

More or less the same situation is seen in higher education also.
In terms of providing quality education, the position of state funded
universities and colleges is continuously deteriorating in the absence
of basic facilities and adequate human resources. A major reason for
the very poor performance of most of the state funded institutions in
NIRF and NAAC is the growing apathy of the governments in
funding education. Since 2001, there has been an almost 4-fold
increase in the institutions of higher education but mostly in the
private sector. More than 78% out of 42343 colleges in the country
and 41% out of 1043 universities in private hands raise a question
mark on state responsibility.

This General Assembly of the Akhil Bharatiya Rashtriya
Shaikshik Mahasangh is of the unanimous opinion that adequate
investment in the educational sector is essential for increasing the
efficiency and productivity of manpower. Well educated people with
quality education is the basis of overall economic development of the
country. This General Assembly of the ABRSM appeals to the
Central Government and all the State Governments to take
immediate cognizance of the poor condition of these educational
institutions and ensure their public welfare role for educational
dignity and quality by providing adequate permanent human and
material resources.
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Proposal No. 3

The problems of education and teachers

should be resolved immediately.

Many problems of education and teachers have been pending

for a long time due to the neglect and indecision of the government.
This general body of the Akhil Bhartiya Rashtriya Shaikshik
Mahasangh demands from the government that the problems should
be resolved without any delay by showing a sensitive attitude.

Permanent and regular appointment of teachers should be
ensured at all levels all over the country and adhocism should
be stopped.

The recommendations of the Seventh Pay Commission should
be implemented uniformly throughout the country and its
anomalies should be removed.

The pension scheme before 1 January 2004 should be restored
for all teachers.

The retirement age of teachers should be uniformly 65 years
across the country.

Systematic and regular arrangements should be made for the
training of teachers at all levels.

Time bound benefits of career advancement scheme to the
teachers of higher education should be ensured.

Serving teachers should be exempted from PhD course work or
there should be paid leave / online arrangement for course
work.

The treasury system for payment of aided educational
institutions should be ensured.

The teachers of schools and higher education be provided free
Health Care facility for their proper medical treatment and its
proper implementation be ensured.

UGC Regulation 2018 should be implemented uniformly
throughout the country and anomalies in the regulation should

be removed by making the report of the Anomaly Redressal
Committee public.
Parity of librarians, physical teachers and such other equal

services be maintained with the teachers.

Only educational work should be done by teachers. Teachers
should be kept free from the management and implementation
of'the Mid Day Meal Scheme.
National Education Policy 2020 should be implemented
uniformly across the country.

The Central Government and the State Governments should
ensure that 10% and 30% of their budget respectively is spent
on education so that an adequate number of teachers and other
basic facilities like books, buildings, playgrounds etc. can be
made available.

The autonomy of education should be restored throughout the
country. The participation of teachers should be ensured in all
decisions related to education and political and administrative
interference should be stopped.

The provisions of the Right to Free and Compulsory Education
should be made consistent and practical and necessary
resources and facilities should be provided to ensure their
compliance.

Ensure control over the commercialization of education.

The tenure of the college principal should not be limited to 5
years and should be extended till retirement.

Proper teacher student ratio should be ensured in all
educational institutions. minimum one teacher for each class
in primary schools and minimum one teacher for each subject
in schools teaching above primary. UGC norms regarding
teacher student ratio in higher education should be
implemented.

Effective arrangements should be made for proper regulation
of appointment, salary and service conditions for the safety of
teachers of self-financing educational institutions.

Primary teachers should be given the right to vote in the
Legislative Councils.
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
